BIP Asia December 2, 2016
The 6th edition of the BIP Asia Forum successfully closed on 2 December 2016, featuring more than 80 internationally renowned speakers, including The Hon CY Leung of the HKSAR, Ms. Wang Binying of World Intellectual Property Organization, Mr. Yi Xiaozhun of World Trade Organization, Mr. Roger Martin of Qualcomm, Mr Kenneth S. Korea of Samsung Electronics, Dr. Song Liuping of Huawei Technologies, Dr. Udo Meyer of BASF SE, and Dr. Uwe Over of Henkel AG & Co. 

LESCHK once again co-hosted with HKTDC a breakout session during the Forum on the topic “Technology dilemma: homegrown or imported?” Professor Dr Heinz Goddar from Boehmert and Boehmert, Germany, who is the past president of LESI and LES Germany discussed about industry-university cooperation in Europe and how Hong Kong could learn from the German/European model. Mr Anderson Lee, President & CEO of Pinneco Research Limited in Hong Kong talked about the use of home-grown and imported technology in the textile industry. Mr Michael Lin, partner at Marks & Clerk and Council member of LESCHK, moderated the panel discussion where speakers shared with our audience their experience and strategies in the creation, commercialization and management of high-value intellectual property assets.
